DC-CAPE Continues 
DC-CAPE testing continues. Please make sure your 3rd – 5th grade student is arriving on time, fully rested! They must 
arrive at school at 8:35 am to have enough time for breakfast. Try to schedule all medical appointments for times after 
school, when possible, to ensure that they do not miss the school day. Talk with your student’s teachers to find out the 
specific schedule for your student.  
 

Immunization Forms 
Health physicals and oral health assessments are required annually. Students also must be current with their immunizations to 
attend school. As outlined below, a series of medical forms should be turned in to the school as part of the enrollment process, and 
any updated forms throughout the school year should be submitted to the school nurse. 
 
The following documents are part of the DCPS School Enrollment Package: 

• Universal Health Certificate (required annually for all grades, documenting immunizations, tuberculosis assessment, lead 
screening and a physical exam). If you have questions about DC’s immunization requirements, please discuss them with 
your child’s physician. You can also contact DC Health’s Immunization Division at (202) 576-7130.  

• Oral Health Assessment (required annually for all grades)
